Use a jug of water to slowly fill the
ice cube tray. Place in the freezer
and leave for at least a day to freeze
solid.

Take your ice cube tray to theriver.
Find a tree to decorate. Remove each
ice cube and hang it in the tree.

The best time of year to do this is the winter. The bare trees are in

need of some glamour and your decorations will really stand out.
The colder weather will ensure your decorations last longer.
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
